Course Content: The goal of Planning 10 is to prepare you, the student, to become a self-directed individual (meaning you call the shots!), who sets (S.M.A.R.T.) goals, makes thoughtful decisions, and takes responsibility for pursuing these goals throughout life. In this course, we will consider what it takes to successfully finish high school (graduate), where you want to go after high school as well as how to get there. In addition to this, we will also explore healthy living and finance management.

Course Units:

· Graduation Program: approximately 12 classes or 2 weeks

· In this unit, we will identify the requirements for graduation and discuss various ways of meeting them. We will also consider which focus area(s) you would like to further explore, and create preliminary plans for what your final years of high school might look like.

· Educations and Careers: approximately 37 classes or 7.5 weeks

· In this unit we will look at your own personal interests and attributes--what do you like to do? What are you good at? Where would you like to take post-secondary training? Also, we will consider labour market information (what jobs exist and where), how to stay safe in the workplace, how to get a job and how to keep a job.

· Health: approximately 30 classes or 6 weeks

· In this unit we will look at how to build and maintain a healthy life--for life! Areas of consideration and exploration include: physical activity, nutrition, stress management, healthy relationships, and good personal choices.
· Finances: approximately 16 classes or 3 weeks 

· In this unit we will learn to be financially literate (responsible with money!). We will practice budgeting skills, become knowledgeable about debt and credit, and learn about income tax. We will also consider the costs of various education and career options and develop personal financial plans.

Assessment:

You will be assessed on an ongoing basis.  All submitted work that is graded will be counted towards final marks.  Everyone has the ability to be successful in this course; in most cases, success is simply a choice and involves a sincere effort.

However, please do NOT wait until the day before something is due! Appointments may be scheduled before school,  during lunchtimes and after school as I am available. Please email me to set up a time. 

Handouts:

· You will be provided with one copy of each handout needed for class. If you misplace this copy, it will be your responsibility to print a form off the website.

Leaving the classroom:

· You must obtain the teacher’s permission and sign out prior to leaving the classroom. It is important that the teacher knows where you are in case of an emergency. Please return to class promptly and quietly.

Late Assignments:

· Assignments, unless otherwise arranged with the teacher, are expected to be turned in on time. However, students will be granted a two-day “grace window” in which they will be able to turn in their assignments without penalty.
