Course Content: Social Studies 10 asks the big questions (Who? What? Where? When? Why? How?) of Canada... specifically about how we got our start as a nation. Using questions such as these, we will explore a variety of topics in Canada’s development including conflict and politics, technology and economics, social change and geography. Course Units: In each unit we will consider a series of broad focus questions that will form the basis of our lessons, activities, projects and tests.

Canadian Geography: approximately 2 weeks or 13 classes

· What physical and natural forces have shaped Canada and created a diverse landscape?
· How have physical and natural forces shaped our culture and identity?
· How have communities in Canada adapted to, and been affected by, geographical changes?
· How are important physical and cultural characteristics distributed across the map of Canada?
Building a Nation: approximately 3 weeks or 17 classes

· Why did people immigrate to Canada in the 1800s?
· What challenges were faced by European settlers and Aboriginal peoples from 1815-1867?
· How did responsible government evolve in Canada?
· How and why did Canada become a nation?
· How are we governed? (levels/structures)
The Challenge of the Northwest: approximately 4 weeks or 21 classes

· How did the fur trade affect the people, politics, and economy of the Northwest?
· What led to political and social unrest in western Canada in the 1870s and 1880s?
· What role did the Metis play in the development of western Canada?
· Why was the building of the Canadian Pacific Railway significant in the development of Canada?
West Side Story: the development of BC: approximately 3 weeks or 17 classes

· How did the cultural geography (land and people) of BC change from the time of exploration to the present?
· What key political changes occurred in BC from 1819-1871?
· How did the rush for fold affect cultural economic issues in BC?
· How did geography, resources and immigration impact the development of BC?
Emerging Canada: approximately 3 weeks or 18 classes

· How did Canada and its identity change during the Laurier Era? What were some of the growing pains?
· What was the impact of economic changes, immigration and social issues at the turn of the century?
Economy and Resources: approximately 3 weeks or 17 classes

· How has the Canadian Economy changed during the 21st Century?
· What are some of the major challenges and opportunities for BC/Canada in the global economy?
· What is the impact of sustainability on resource development in BC?
